· Police Update
Sergeant Jewell provided an update:-

· Speeding checks are currently being carried out in the village
· Crime in Coniston is dropping in line with the county

· Reports have been received of door to door salesmen in Coniston

· In October 19 calls were received from Coniston & there were two crimes, a shoplifting offence and a car being scratched.

· PCSO Adrian Golbourn will be a replacement for Kayleigh Largue.

· Reminder issued for this time of year to clear windscreens before driving

· This time last year there were heating fuel oil thefts, any suspicious behaviour to be reported to the Police.

· County Councillor Claire Salisbury
· Claire explained the bus routes 505 and 555 were up for retendering and this was an opportunity to raise any issues

· Funding has been approved for the double yellow lines requested by the Co-op and on Lake Road the change from single yellow lines to double yellow lines by Waverley 
· The double yellow lines requested at Gateside will be added to the members budget

ACTION: Councillors to have a site visit on 28 November to decide exactly where yellow lines are required at Gateside and subsequently a Councillor to arrange a meeting with Victoria Upton of Cumbria County Council

· JS questioned about there being no bus timetable in the Lakes Rider.  Claire explained Stagecoach has reduced the funding for Lakes Rider, timetables were available on the internet but it has been referred to Scruntiny.

· AH questioned about the outstanding repair work required on the bridge by Barclays Bank.  Claire explained Highways should be aware and would investigate.

· AH questioned about getting more dropped kerbs in the village.  Claire explained there is currently no capital programme for projects like this and the money would have to come from members budgets or parish council budgets.
